Riverside Hydronics Stacked Boilers
Riverside Hydronics has provided documentation for their Primera Models 400 (B or W), 750 (B or W) and 1000 (B or W) boilers to be stacked.  These boilers are authorized to be stacked on Riverside Hydronics stacking frame, Part Number 102395 only.  A facsimile of the decal that is applied to the stacking frame is provided as Attachment 1.  These frames manufactured by Riverside Hydronics are the only frames that the above model numbers can be stacked on.

As with other boilers that are authorized to be stacked the requirements of Rule 65.70(f)(2) that mandates a four (4) foot clearance between the top of the boiler and roof joist would not apply to these boilers.  A Repair Requirement shall be written with a recommendation to grant a variance to the four (4) foot clearance requirement.

When applying for the variance either the Inspection Report or Variance Request will indicate the model number and that the boiler is stacked on the authorized stacking rack.
