Subj:	Boiler Technical Grams


Re:    Drain Valves on Hot Water Heating and Supply Boilers of the finned tube, forced
          circulation type.

Ref:  Texas Boiler Law and Rules:  65.100 (k) (2) (F) & 65.100 (k) (3) (F)

The rule, as currently written, requires a drain valve to be installed on all hot water heating and hot water supply boilers.  

If a finned tube forced circulation type boiler is located where drainage is possible without emptying the entire system, the drain valves may be eliminated.  Water may be drained by breaking a piping connection near the boiler inlet/outlet.   There is no need for a repair requirement or variance.
