SUBJECT: Boiler Law Change Regarding Extensions

As of September 1, 2003 the maximum interval for extensions between internal inspections will change
from 48 months to 60 months for power boilers and from 84 months to 120 months for process steam
generators. The interval for unfired steam boilers will remain at 84 months.

Most of the process steam generators are currently in our data base as either unfired steam boilers or
power boilers. In September 2002 a new code for process steam generators was created for the
inspection reports for the Boiler Type field. The new code is the initials PG.. In order to facilitate the
approval process for the extension, the Authorized Inspector must indicate in the Boiler Type field PG for
process steam generators on the external inspection report. If the process steam generator is classified
as an unfired steam boiler or a power boiler in our data base and it is at the end of the extension cycle for
either type, the extension will not be approved. We are limited by our system to be able to make this
determination, so it becomes incumbent on the Authorized Inspectors to make the change on the
inspection report.

When a request for extension is received and all requirements are met, a tentative approval will be
granted for the above situation. If the external inspection report is received from the Authorized Inspector
without the necessary change, the extension request will then be denied.
