Noritz Tankless Water Heaters
The Noritz America Corporation has recently received their ASME H and HLW Code stamps.  They have also had an independent Texas registered engineer evaluate their non-ASME Code tankless water heaters.  The result of the evaluation was that their non-ASME Code heaters meet an equivalent standard to the ASME standard.

We have agreed with Noritz America that they will replace all currently installed non-ASME Code tankless water heater in areas of congregation such as, schools, hospitals, public buildings, churches, etc.  All other non-ASME Code tankless water heaters currently installed will be allowed to remain in place provided they are identified and receive a variance to Texas Boiler Rule 65.70(a)(1) requiring a boiler to have an ASME Code stamp and be registered with the National Board.

Any new installation of a Noritz tankless water heater that falls within the scope of the definitions in the Texas Boiler Law 755.001 must be ASME Code stamped.  Any new installation would be any heater installed as of March 3, 2006.

Any Noritz tankless water heater that is to remain in place must be written as a violation of Texas Boiler Rule 65.70(a)(1) with a recommendation for a variance.

If you could respond to me with a letter confirming that this solution is acceptable, |
would appreciate it greatly. Also, any information you can get me on how the variance
process works, and how the registration process works for the units that we are
replacing, | would again be grateful for the help.
