(Article 9035, Chapter 20, Title 132 Revised Statutes)

Sec.  5.
VEHICLE PROTECTION PRODUCT WARRANTOR ADVISORY BOARD.

(a)
The Vehicle Protection Product Warrantor Advisory Board is an advisory body to the department.  The advisory board shall advise:

(1)
the commissioner on adopting rules and enforcing and administering this article; and

(2)
the commission on setting fees.

(b)
The advisory board consists of six members appointed by the commissioner as follows:

(1)
two members who are officers, directors, or employees of a warrantor who has been approved or expects to be approved by the department;

(2)
two members who are officers, directors, or employees of a retail outlet or other entity located in this state that sells vehicle protection products and is approved or expected to be approved by the department; and

(3)
two members who are residents of this state and, at the time of appointment, are consumers of vehicle protection products issued by warrantors registered or expected to be registered under this article.

(c)
Members of the advisory board serve staggered six‑year terms, with the terms of two members expiring on February 1 of each odd‑numbered year.  The commissioner shall appoint the initial six board members to terms of six years or less in order to create staggered terms for the subsequent members of the advisory board.

(d)
The commissioner shall designate one member of the advisory board to serve as presiding officer.

(e)
The commissioner or the commissioner's designee serves as an ex officio nonvoting member of the advisory board.

(f)
The commissioner shall fill any vacancy on the advisory board by appointing an individual who meets the qualifications for the vacant advisory board position to serve the remainder of the unexpired term.

(g)
The advisory board shall meet at least every six months and may meet at other times at the call of the presiding officer or commissioner.  The advisory board shall meet at a location in this state designated by the advisory board.

(h)
A decision of the advisory board is not effective unless it receives the affirmative vote of at least four members.

(i)
Advisory board members serve without compensation.  A member of the advisory board appointed under Subsection (b)(3) of this section is entitled to reimbursement for actual and necessary expenses incurred in performing functions as a member of the advisory board, subject to any applicable limitation on reimbursement provided by the General Appropriations Act.

(j)
Chapter 2110, Government Code, does not apply to the advisory board.
